Visit the CLK Fire Station 

On January 19, 2006, students from the Professional Diploma in Computer Science and the Department of Computer Science together paid a visit to the Chek Lop Kok Fire Station near the airport. This fire station is one of the most modern and well equipped as it has to cover the area outside the airport at Chek Lop Kok, as well as to backup the two fire stations located inside the airport. During the acts, some of us have tried the tower ladder, shown how to hold the very heavy fire hose, and experienced the pressure of putting on the whole firefighter attire inside the crammed quarter of a fire truck within the very brief allowed time. Afterwards, Captain Yip brought us to a conference room upstairs and answered students’ questions. All in all, this has been an educational and fun experience.
