	Book report guidelines:


Deadline for book report (1,000 words): May 26, 2009.    

Here are some suggestions which you could use to help you.


Paragraph 1:  


What is the name of the book, and the author?  

When was it (originally) written?

What kind of book is it (a novel, a play, an essay)?  

Was it written for a special type of reader? 

Why did you choose this book?  

Is it well-known?  Why?

Paragraph 2:


Tell the reader how you are going to organize the description; what will you write about first, second, finally?

An example: a review of a novel could be divided into sections describing the main characters, a summary of the story, favorite/least favorite part(s), unusual or additional features, favorite/least favorite character(s).

Paragraph 3:


Now start your description. Remember to use only one main idea per sentence, and one main topic per paragraph.

Final Paragraph: 

What do you like or dislike about this book? Why? What is interesting, unusual or helpful in

it? Would you recommend it to anyone to read or use? Why?

Plagiarism is strictly forbidden.  If you got ideas or words from any other books, newspapers/magazines, websites, etc., please acknowledge your sources, or you will lose marks for plagiarism (= stealing the ideas and words of others without admitting it).

Bibliography:
Write the name of the author, the book title, publishing place, the publisher, and the date.

Example: Salinger, J.D. The Catcher in the Rye. New York: Little Brown, 1991.

A plagiarized essay will score 0.
