PROJECT BRIEF
 For term 1 everyone will choose a project title from a list provided by the teacher, or come up with your own topic to be approved by the teacher.  Start work on the project as soon as possible.  The completion date will be the end of the first term, i.e. week 15 in term 1.

 Initial Work
1. Brainstorm and make notes about the chosen topic. 

2. Draw up an action plan or time table for working out and completing the project. 

3. Do web search and/or library search. 

4. Conduct interviews if that forms part of your plan. 
 
Report back to the teacher in week 8, indicating all project tasks completed so far and hand in 1st draft of written project report   / written account of any problems or difficulties encountered so far. 
Oral Presentation of Project Outcome and Findings
To mark the completion of your project work you will present the outcome and findings of the project to the whole class for your classmates’ and the teacher’s comments and feedback.  This will be scheduled for weeks 14-16 in term 1.  Presentation time for each student will be 5-10 minutes. 

Written Project Report
Each student will hand in a report of 1,000 words in length at the latest by the end of week 15 in term 1 on the project work undertaken and completed.  This will mark the completion of your project.
