I vividly remember Mr. Sen and his hand writings on my essays. He was one of those hard working teachers who marked our home work diligently and always added comments of encouragement whenever he could. He was very thorough in his teachings and he was a great advisor on strategies in facing exams. We were constantly told to study the curriculum in depth as well as in  breadth. I recalled him saying all the time that we should study with a strategy like a fisherman casting his nets, deep and wide. To help us to read widely, he selected and handed out good articles for us to read and to study. The articles touched on issues outside the curriculum. . Sen Sir knew that we were not widely read students and in order to help us to have good literal background, it would be necessary for him to enrich us with these good writings. I have kept those articles as well as my compositions marked with his corrections and comments well after high school matriculation. I believed my parents have kept them for years for me even after I got married and moved to Canada. It was later when my parents moved to join us in Canada that finally my stuff was disposed of. I wish I had made arrangements to keep those works of mine which would have neatly captured the work of a good teacher for his student, and the development of my thought processes in those formative years. I obtained a distinction in A-Level Chinese Literature .... much of it was a result of Mr. Sen's teaching.  Both he and I were surprised by the result.  He told me that from the work that I submitted to him in those two years of sixth form study, he did not think my performance should merit a 'distinction'.  I agreed with him .... He did not realize that he had taught us so well that we were capable of utilizing his exam strategies to score top marks. Definitely I am one of Sen Sir's students who owe him great thanks.

我的幼年記憶，由於太深刻，對他，這位我一生懷念、一世敬仰的導師，我是永遠不會忘記的。
他是我的第一位國文老師，是引導我一生喜愛中國古典文學的第一個老師，他也是在我性格形成方面有絕對影響的人。應該說，在端正小學的老師中，李麗正老師，歐燦榮老師，李潔貞老師，還有一位會吹小號的音樂老師，都留給我一些印象。而唯獨冼先生留下的印象最深刻。
他上的國文課是我最喜歡的課程，無論是他的朗讀，他的解釋，他的演繹和發揮，都令我神往，我恨不得把他每一句話都記下來，帶回家細細品讀，永生永世刻在腦海裡。事實上，我已經部分做到了。他的朗讀總是那樣抑揚頓挫，是那樣的有感情，深深地打動我幼小的心靈。正如他講到《陳情表》的時候說，誰讀了這篇文章不掉淚就不是孝子一樣，他在講到《出師表》的時候，眼中閃著淚花，他說：誰要是讀了《出師表》而不落淚的，那他就不是一個君子；在教到《愛蓮說》的時候，他一再強調出淤泥而不染的品格，要我們學習蓮花的亭亭淨植，不蔓不枝那種不屈不撓的精神，那種不事媚俗，孤傲群芳的骨氣；在搖頭晃腦地反複朗讀了文天祥的《正氣歌》後，他的臉上，他的全身，甚至整個教室仿佛都充滿了正氣，真有“沛乎塞蒼冥”的感覺。他的講課總是那麼地生動，我們同學都津津有味地聽，聚精會神地記，常常是到了下課鈴響，我們才恍然大悟，如夢初醒。
我還記得他那四方型的臉，那兩塊突出的頜骨顯示著他的堅硬的性格。表現在學校裏就是他對學生教學的認真和對權威（當時的教導主任譚主任）的不屈和挑戰。很有意思的是，學生都站在冼先生一邊。記得有這樣一幕，有一次冼先生在我們班級上課，譚主任大概是來巡視的，當他離開教室的前一刻，冼先生借機突然大力拍了一下講壇，把譚主任嚇了一大跳，也引得同學們哄堂大笑。
後來，你 <i.e., Miss Ng Shiu-Fong> 在信中說起過你曾與他共事，我感覺這也許是緣分吧。冼先生竟然同我們走的如此靠近。
冼先生，您在天之靈可知道，有一個一直敬仰您的學生，即使今天年屆古稀，卻仍然那樣緬懷您的音容，重溫您的教導，並永遠以有您這樣的導師而感到終身榮幸。
安息吧！我將同所有的您的親人，朋友，學生一起，送您最後一程！

知遇之恩 -----回憶與冼大鵬老師的認識及感覺               

打從上世紀七十年代的銀禧校園，以及九龍塘牛津道一帶的景色，並不像今天一樣，四圍有着這麼多建築物，落日黄昏，以及夜幕低垂的月光，陪伴我們莘莘學子，度過無數青葱的歲月，庶幾可說不枉此生。

冼大鵬老師，及當時早期校長黄徐仲霞，和副校長王盛鎔，在我眼中及感覺裹，可以說是另類的「銀禧三寶」，他們大權在握，指揮若定地領導學校發展。當我在1974年完成中文部中五課程，即當時中文中學會考後，成績算是中上。在同年九月，我升讀中文部中六理科課程，冼大鵬老師便是我們班主任，整班同學不超過30人左右。冼大鵬老師，起初給我的印象，極似一位90年前五四運動期間，對國學及文史哲甚有學養的中文老師。但是，他的背景，如在那所大學畢業，卻不甚了解，祇知道在銀禧中學所有中文函件，必須由他最後審閱及核准，才可以分發。

1974年九月初，冼大鵬老師找我談話，在此之前，我對他並不太認識。那天下午，冼大鵬老師告訴我，他想提名我擔任銀禧中學學生會副主席一職，主席則由英文部中六理科張國良同學出任，(張國良是著名香港婦產科醫生)。冼老師還告訴我，其實工作輕省與簡單，費時不多云云。

這是第一次跟冼大鵬老師接觸。

九月底，副校長王盛鎔又再找我，告訴我說銀禧中學被邀請參加一項聯校活動，即第7屆香港中學生研討會之籌委會，我們只少要找到3至4中六同學作代表。但是，張國良同學一早婉拒，副校長王盛鎔要求我擔當，在別無選擇後，只好答允。最終，在十月初一個傾盆大雨下午，一行三人，包括英文部楊瑞瓊同學 ( 現任職跨國廣告公司)及盧志彪同學 (現任職急症室著名顧問醫生)，前往香港華仁中學開會，最終我還被選為主席，一連串惡夢也開啟了序幕。

當年不知天高地厚，且只有18歲的我，對外，要領導籌委會工作，還要準備1975年初，在農曆春節期間三日兩夜接待約200人研討會籌備工作；對內，還有銀禧中學學生會工作，總期盼開創新的局面，如出校報、學生會多一點民主成份等。再者，自己在領導、溝通、協調等能力上，實有所不逮，也往往令自己有點兒陷入困境之感。然而，可貴之處，冼大鵬老師及副校長王盛鎔讓我放手去大幹一番，也容讓我去犯錯，甚或間中有着年青人之逞強，………..至終，冼大鵬老師也只是責罵數句了事。但在這過程中，冼大鵬老師及副校長王盛鎔驅使我，用鄧小平說法，「摸着石頭去過河」般地一點一滴學習。34年後今天去看，這種學習經驗非常可貴，也構成了日後，自我對社會公義、人性關懷等生命向度的發展與培育。此外，更準確地說 ： 對我而言，冼大鵬老師於我有着知遇之恩的慨歎。

冼大鵬老師在1970年代，非常懂得在中大及港大的預科入學試，中文科考卷上捕捉試題，有時，其準確度是高達百分之四十至五十。他永遠懂得在最關鍵時刻出手，從這角度去看，冼大鵬老師是一位智者。在中六那年，我們也經常努力作文，他批改不多，但每次改文，卻非常用心細微，處處顯示他有五四運動之深厚國學基礎。如是者，他叮囑我們，在中大入學試中文科之作文考卷，別人寫上1500字，銀禧兒女就寫上2500--3000字，兼且言之有物，必獲佳績。我還依稀記得，1975年中大入學試中文科之作文考卷，有兩個選擇，其中一題是「海的頌讚」，我揮筆一寫洋洋約3000字………….，同年九月，便進入了中文大學，開始了四年大學學習生涯。離校之後，每年均寄上聖誕咭予副校長王盛鎔及冼大鵬老師，黄副校長總是親切回「咭」，………….這是三十多年前封了塵之極寶貴回憶。

2008年九月，校友會主席歐炘學長囑咐我，出席與冼大鵬老師等喝中國茶，一幌子濶別三十多年，冼大鵬老師非常深刻呼喚我之名字，並說，很希望與我們七十年代中的中六同學再見面，他非常掛念我們。

此際，我承諾安排，並曾親身與1974年中六級學長陸漢德同學會面，(陸現任職民建聯研究總監)，一起商議兩級一起搞聚餐，與冼大鵬老師來趟「約會在冬季」。可惜，由於家中兄長身患重疾，身心靈皆無能量去做聯絡各同學之工作。2008年九月，是我最後一次見冼大鵬老師之機會。

如今，老師已逝，猶如春天櫻花，在最盛開後幾許殞落凋謝；於我，大鵬老師卻有着知遇之恩，人生復得這種無償恩惠，夫復何言矣！
